We are off to a great start in the second grade class. The students have settled into their
classroom routines and know what is expected from them each day. Remember, you can help
your child stay organized by checking their planners each night. You will find their spelling words,
daily homework assignments, and behavior information there. By signing the planner in the
designated box each night, you are communicating with me that you are aware of the expectations

Math

We are currently exploring “Place Value through Hundred Thousand” in math. Identifying the value
of numbers in their places is no challenge for second graders, because place value has been
explored with many hands-on activities.

Every day in math the students utilize many other math skills during the calendar portion of class.
We count money, have multiplication drills, investigate the calendar, count our days in school, and
solve a problem of the day. These daily word problems help the students develop problem solving
skills that teaches them how to use different strategies to solve problems.

Reading

During our reading lessons, we are focusing on becoming better readers and understanding what
we read. Independent readings has been the main focus in the area of reading, as the students
review and implement the components of story elements and reading comprehension. We will
begin reading chapter books in October.



Science

Science: What is it?

That's one of many questions we are working to answer as we begin the school year with a unit
about inquiry. The students have a natural ability to ask questions and to seek answers and
science lends itself very well to this ability.

We are working on “Life Science ”, which is the study of plants, animals, and other living things.
Life science can help answer questions such as: How does a living thing differ from a nonliving
thing? What do living things need? How can we classify living things?

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Welcome back Parents and Students! | am so happy to be teaching middle and high school math
and science this year. My plans are to have a year filled with hands-on projects, critical thinking
assignments, and exploration inside and outside of the classroom. | believe we are off to a great

start as you will see below. Please take some time to review our projects. There will be more to
come!!

My science classes begin the year by completing projects around the review of the scientific
method. Can you define hypothesis?

These are pictures of my Physical Science animal models. In Physical Science, we are learning
how scientist must use models in order to demonstrate things that are too big or too small to view

in a lab so we created animal models to demonstrate this idea. Can you identify Blake’s animal
model?



While Physical Science created models, the Chemistry class discovered the metric system and
how this system allows us to calculate, volume, density, length, and mass.
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There’s always something going on in Mrs. Gayle’s Room. We have it all: games, contests,
learning, and playing. You name it, we've got it. The 7 grade math,

Pre-Algebra, Algebra Il and the Pre-Calculus class will be competing head on in the stock market
challenge. September marks the take off for this hand’s on, real life math application. Teams are
currently preparing for the September 28, 2009 stock market opening day. Parent’s, we know you
want to play along, and so we have found a way to keep you involved. You can act as your child’s
financial advisor. You may offer suggestions and advice. The students are responsible for the
research and presentation to their teammates. All purchases must be agreed upon by the team
members before a stock, or other investment is made. So parents, there is no need to sneak
around. Come join the fun. Now let’s take a look at what going on in your neck of the woods:

7" Grade Math_has been working hard to get this school year off on the right track.
Students are currently reviewing decimals and integers and using these numbers to solve
real-world applications.

Pre-Algebra_has taken collaborative learning to another level. They are putting their heads
together to ensure that no child is left behind. Groups are working together to review prior
concepts taught in the previous course. The topics we are covering provide a solid
foundation for algebra concepts that are soon to follow.

The ladies of Algebra Il _are looking good. We came across a road block, but the ladies of
Algebra Il kicked that wall down!! We are styling and profiling. We are moving forward and
not looking back. We are in the process of tackling various properties of real numbers and
properties of equality to simplify expressions and solve equations. We are learning to solve
compound inequalities and absolute value equations and inequalities equations.
Pre-Calculus _is venturing to the point of no return. The fellas of Pre-Calc will get a taste of
satisfaction. Dessert will come next year in Calculus. They are beginning to see the beauty
of mathematics. Things that were taught in previous courses are now being used. “When
am | ever going to need this?” This once common question/complaint is becoming a thing of
the past. Students are exploring the wonderful world of trigonometry. Students will have
the opportunity to learn about unit circles, trigonometric identities, equations, and graphs.

Social Studies class gives us the opportunity to examine other cultures and see how they connect
to our own. With so much do in so little time, there is always something to explore and analyze.
Our social studies classes are packed with writing, writing and more writing. What is there to write
about you ask? Well let’s see:

World Geography _is investigating the five major themes of geography. They are
preparing to travel to various countries in the western hemisphere. They have been
keeping daily journals of their quest for knowledge of new lands.

Georgia Studies _is taking a look at Georgia’s first years. We are cruising through the
preliminary chapters and beginning to delve into the history of the great state of Georgia.
We are currently focusing on the colonial lifestyles and contributions of various ethnic
groups that came to Georgia.

World History is working ever so diligently. We are slowly incorporating a college level
rigor and the students are meeting me every step of the way. We are in the process of
completing our second paper and preparing for the next. We are currently examining what
life was like in early times and analyzing the changes in civilization as it develops.
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As the middle and high school students have readjusted themselves to school, they have been
eagerly awaiting the projects that enhance their learning. The 6™ graders have performed two labs
as they learn about the scientific method. The first involved tracking the number of regular water
drops as well as soapy water drops that the students thought would fit on the head of a penny.

The second lab had the students swinging homemade pendulums as they experimented with
changing variables in an experiment.

In World Geography, the 7" graders are learning how movement affects geography. They are
currently working on a project that has them planning the North American concert tour of a musical
group. They have to research latitudes and longitudes of ten cities as well as calculate the time it
will take them to travel from one city to another as well as the amount of gas their tour bus should
use.

In the 11" grade Environmental Science class, the students have been working on an ongoing
project about water conservation. They started by tracking their families water use for a week.
Next they created posters that outlined ways that everyone can conserve water. Currently, they
are working on public service announcements (PSAs) about water conservation that will be
recorded.
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The school year is off to a wonderful start in the world of English and Language Arts. The
6™ graders have adjusted quite nicely to life in middle school. They are currently mastering the
rigors of essay writing and writing vocabulary sentences that contain context clues. The 7™ graders
have begun reading their first novel, The People of Sparks, a sequel to The City of Ember. As with
everything they do, the 7" graders bring a tremendous amount of energy and enthusiasm to the
class. The 8" graders finished reading “New Directions” by Maya Angelou. It is the story of a
woman who is abandoned by her husband and left with two young children to support. The main
character finds a way to support her children by selling meat pies to the local workers. In keeping
with the spirit of the story and in an effort to read informational materials (namely recipes), the 8"
graders cooked and baked their own meat pies. The finished product was sampled by both staff
and students, and most agree that they were quite tasty.

The 9™ graders have been studying narrative writing, and to that end, they have authored
their own fictional narratives. Students were charged with creating stories that contained both
examples of foreshadowing and essential elements of plot. The narratives are being critiqued by
both teacher and peers. Lastly, the 10" and 11" graders were studying the Oral Tradition and
Native American literature. Each completed an oral storytelling project. The 11" graders created
their own origin myths or stories that contained elements commonly found in Native American
writing. They worked in pairs and could not write the stories down. They were to rely completely on
memory and improvisation. The tales were presented to their peers and contained lighting,
costumes, music, and other props. They did a fantastic job! The 10" graders created their own
stories as well and are currently in the midst of recording their telling of the stories on the
computer. They will then insert visual images to accompany the stories. Look for the finished
product on the HSE website soon!

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Childhood Health: Statistics

Childhood obesity has increased threefold since the 1960s, and the number of overweight children
between the ages of six and eleven has gone up 30%. Youth in America are inactive for 75% of
their waking hours and they only spend about 16% of their day on vigorous activity. Kids are
replacing outdoor activities with computer games and television programs.

Type 2 diabetes has increased tenfold among children from 1982 to 1994. Seventy percent of
children under 14 are at risk for developing diabetes. Ten percent of children between the ages of
two and five are overweight. In addition, one out of every four teenagers runs the risk of becoming
overweight.

Obesity now affects sixty percent of the adult population in America today. Children who are
overweight have a greater risk of becoming overweight adults and face the possibility of stroke,
cancer, high blood pressure, and heart disease in their futures. Obesity contributes to
approximately 300,000 deaths per year, making it the seventh leading cause of death in the United
States. Overweight children also miss an average of three more school days per year due to
illness than students who are not overweight.

Tips For A Healthier Lifestyle

Here are some suggestions for parents, trainers, teachers, and other concerned adults to help kids
adapt to a healthier lifestyle.

Got Hope?
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Hope Schools of Excellence continues to offer Chinese language in our foreign language teaching
in this school year. The course is offered to K3, K5, 2" grade, 4" grade, 6" grade and 8" grade
students. Many of the students are first time to touch the language but they are so interested in
learning it. In the first two months, our teaching and learning go very smoothly. All the grades
except kindergarten classes finished learning pinyin (Chinese Romanization system) in two weeks
while it took us one month to finish it last year. To help the students write better Chinese
characters, we spent one week to get familiar with all the character strokes including the names
and the shapes. Many students now understand that the Chinese characters are made of the
strokes and they have to write the characters with the proper strokes instead of drawing the
characters. A sixth grader said, “To me, now the Chinese characters don’t look that complicated
anymore.”

Our kindergarten kids now all can greet people in Chinese and count numbers in Chinese. If you
go to K5 Chinese class, they can even tell you the date of the day. You will also find the fourth
graders want to show you how well they can perform a dialogue to introduce themselves. Writing
Chinese characters is difficult? Not anymore. A writing exhibition will be displayed in the hallway.
You will find some 2" graders’ writing is not second to the seniors.

Fourth graders trying to be the first to practice the dialogue they just learned.
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This year has gotten off to a great start! Our K4 ROCKERS are learning the alphabet and they
have learned their first Spanish song. Our FIRST GRADERS have mastered the animal names in
Spanish and are currently working hard on their National Hispanic Month presentation.

Our THIRD GRADERS have been doing a great job learning Spanish numbers. They can even do
math problems in Spanish (just ask them)! They are also very busy preparing to “Rock-N-Roll” in
Espafiol in the upcoming National Hispanic Month show. Our FIFTH GRADERS can already spell
their names in Spanish! Way to go fifth grade. Our SEVENTH GRADERS are learning about
Spanish colors right now. They had a great time playing Spanish BINGO which helped them
master counting in Spanish!

The 9" GRADERS are doing an awesome job! They prepared Power Point presentations on
different Spanish Speaking countries, the Spanish alphabet, colors, greetings, and they are
working on a skit for the National Hispanic Month show right now. The 10" GRADERS showed
that they really know their stuff when they all scored 100% on the Spanish numbers exam. The
exam was oral and each student was given 33 random numbers from 1-1000. They were a little
nervous at first, but they all finished with flying colors!
